This list reflects the communicable diseases reported to the Health District in 2007.  There are other 
diseases which were not required to be reported in 2007 and are therefore not included in this list. 

On July 1, 2007, Health District sanitarians began inspecting the complete installation of     
manufactured homes set up on one of the 4,257 lots in the county’s 35 manufactured home   
parks. Prior to this date the Health District staff inspected only the footers, base support  
system and the home’s connection with the park’s sewer system. This expansion of the  
installation inspection process was the result of new requirements for manufactured housing 
units from the  U.S. Department of Housing & Urban 
Development that are aimed at standardizing the instal-
lation inspection process nationwide. This federal  
mandate was given to individual states to conduct and 
the Health District was given the option of conducting 
the program in the parks or having it conducted by the 
Ohio Department of Health. The Board of Health opted 
to keep the program local as they felt better protection 
and more timely service could be provided locally for 
both the park operators and the individuals installing 
homes in the parks. 

 

Activity in the Sewage Nuisance Abatement and Remediation Plan (SNARP)
program really took off in 2007. A SNARP is a plan that typically consists of 
three to four steps to repair a failing onsite system in lieu of a full replacement 
of the system. To initiate the process a home-
owner comes to the Health District and makes a 
SNARP application. A sanitarian works directly 
with the homeowner to jointly develop a plan for 
a step by step approach that is acceptable to both 
the Health District and the homeowner.  
 
The first step could simply consist of sealing a 
leaking septic tank, diverting clear water away 
from the tank and adding a substantial sand/
soil cap over the failing area. If the system is operating properly after    
completion of the first step, no further steps will be required at that time.    
If and when sewage does again find its way to the surface of the ground,  
the homeowner moves on to the next step in the plan. Each step builds      
on the previous one so that after the final step the homeowner will have a 
fully replaced system. This step-by-step process allows the homeowner to 
do only what is necessary to eliminate the public health nuisance situation    
and hopefully ease the financial burden of replacing the entire system at  
one time.

Manufactured Home Installation Inspection Program 
 

 

It was a busy year for the Health District staff working with    
communicable diseases.  Gastro-intestinal illnesses, especially 
Cryptosporidiosis and Shigellosis, were of primary concern begin-
ning in late summer and extending well into the fall. There was a 
significant increase in reported cases both in Clermont County  
and throughout the Southwest Ohio region. The majority of the 
112 Cryptosporidiosis cases and 58 Shigelliosis cases occurred    
in young children and their household contacts. Through disease 
investigation it was learned that Cryptosporidiosis appeared to 
have a link with exposure to recreational water and Shigellosis  
occurred largely among attendees of childcare centers. Efforts      
to prevent the further spread of these illnesses included focused 
screening, extensive education, visits to childcare providers and 
the provision of educational materials to pool operators. 
 
Staff also conducted extensive case contact investigations related 
to two separate cases of Meningococcal disease, as well as two 
cases of active Tuberculosis. The Health District continues to work 
closely with its regional public health partners, local health care 
providers and community agencies to improve disease reporting 
and increase awareness of public health measures for the benefit  
of all Clermont County residents. 

 

Communicable Disease Investigations 
 

The Health District Safe Communities Program 
partnered with the Ohio State Highway Patrol 

and Pizza Hut in a 
“Buckle Up for a 
Successful Season” 
campaign at local 
high schools. The 
results of the cam-
paign indicated   
approximately 90%   

  of students at 12 
area high schools and vocational schools were 
wearing their seatbelts when they arrived at 
school in their cars. Over 2,500 pizza coupons 
and key chains were given to these students.
